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AN ACT to anend the environnental conservation law, in relation to
establishing the "I ow carbon fuel standard of 2021"

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Short title. This act may be known and may be cited as the
"l ow carbon fuel standard of 2021".

§ 2. The environnental conservation law is anended by adding a new
section 19-0329 to read as foll ows:

8§ 19-0329. lLow carbon fuel standard

(1) Alow carbon fuel standard is hereby established. The | ow carbon
fuel standard is intended to reduce carbon intensity fromthe on-road
transportation sector by twenty percent by two thousand thirty-twd, with
further reductions to be inplenented based upon advances in technol ogy
as determ ned by the conm ssioner.

(2) The | ow carbon fuel standard shall apply to all providers of
transportation fuels in New York, shall be neasured on a full fuels
lifecycle basis and may be net through market-based nethods by which
providers exceeding the performance required by a | ow carbon fuel stand-
ard shall receive credits that nay be applied to future obligations or

purposes of this section the term"providers" shall include, but shal

not be limted to, all refiners, blenders, producers or inporters of
transportation fuels, "carbon intensity" neans the quantity of lifecycle
greenhouse gas em ssions per unit of fuel energy. and "full fuels |ife-
cycle" nmeans the aggregate of greenhouse gas em ssions, including direct
em ssions and significant indirect em ssions, such as significant em s-
sions fromland use changes as determ ned by the conm ssioner. The ful
fuels lifecycle includes all stages of fuel and feedstock production and
distribution, fromfeedstock generation or extraction through the
distribution and delivery and use of the finished fuel by the ultimate
consuner. In calculating full fuels lifecycle greenhouse gas eni ssSions,
the mass values for all non-carbon-di oxi de greenhouse gases nust be
adjusted to account for their relative global warn ng potentials. This

conversion shall use the npbst appropriate conversion relative to globa

war m ng potentials as deternm ned by the commi ssioner.
(3) Wthin twenty-four nonths follow ng adoption of the | ow carbon

fuel standard, the conmmissioner, in consultation with the New York state
energy research and devel opnent authority, shall pronulgate regul ations
establishing a | ow carbon fuel standard with perfornance objectives to

i npl enent subdi vision one of this section. Such regulations may be
phased into effect giving priority to the heavy-duty transportation
sector consisting of vehicles with the classification of six or higher
as classified by the Federal H ghway Administration. The |ow carbon fue
standard shall take into consideration the |ow carbon fuel standard
adopted in California and other states, may rely upon the carbon inten-
sity of values established for transportation fuels in such states and

shall include coordination with other Northeastern states to pronpte
regional reductions in greenhouse gas em Ssions.
(4) The requl ations adopted pursuant to this section shall include

fees for the registration of providers to offset the costs associated
with inplenmentation of the | ow carbon fuel standard

(5) Wthin twenty-four nonths following the adoption of regulations
inplenenting a | ow carbon fuel standard, the commi ssioner shall report
to the legislature regarding the inplenentation of the program the
reductions in greenhouse gas em ssions that have been achi eved through
the | ow carbon fuel standard and targets for future reductions in green-
house gas enissions fromthe transportation sector.

(6) Nothing in this section shall preclude the departnent from enact-
ing or maintaining other prograns to reduce greenhouse gas eni ssions
fromthe transportation sector.

8 3. This act shall take effect inmmediately.
